District 7950 is pleased to announce the inaugural District-wide 4-Way Test Student Speaking Contest, being held on Saturday, March 31, 2007 at Tollgate High School in Warwick, Rhode Island.  The final presentations (the top 3 speakers) and awards will be that evening (3/31) before Warwick Rotary’s inaugural New England PERFORMS (all skills contest, www.newenglandperforms.com ).
Modeled after the successful District 7980 program, this is a special opportunity to promote the strength of Rotary to our communities and to our youth.  The Warwick Rotary Club has agreed to organize and host this event in our district for 2007.  
• Each club that wishes to participate must present one or two finalists from that club on Saturday, March 31, 2007 (time tbd).  Club application to compete (from www.rotary7950.com) to be faxed by February 28, 2007.

• Each club agrees to pay a contest registration fee of $100 per student (payable to “Warwick Rotary District Speak-off”, due by 3/16/07) for the contestants who will compete at the District “Speak Off” in Warwick on 3/31/07.  This will cover the cost of the prizes and food for the contestants, parents, judges and Speak-Off volunteers on 3/31/07.  All funds collected will go toward the contest only, i.e. the “Speak-Off” is not a Warwick Rotary fundraiser.
• The top three students (+/-) at the “Speak Off” will go on to represent their clubs in the evening finals event (free admission for entire Speak-Off event– for those that wish to attend New England Performs AFTER the Speak-Off, fee is $10).
• The top 8 students at the completion of the finals on 3/31/07 will receive monetary prizes (at least 75% of registration fees; of this (if we have at least 15 students):  33% for 1st Place; then % at 22/14/10/8/6/4/3 – 30 students = $750 1st place).
• Individual clubs may (and should try to) structure prizes for their town-wide contests as they see fit.

• The sponsoring club must agree to arrange for any transportation and accommodation needs.  Specific arrangements must be made by the individual clubs and communicated to the participants so there will be no misunderstanding.
